The PRONTO-Xi distribution CD contains the following files relating to documentation:

	Content

	DOCO.EXE
	This file lists all PRONTO-Xi documentation available for installation.  You may select from this list the documentation you wish to install.

	MAN_DOCS.EXE
	All PRONTO-Xi reference manuals (with the exception of the System Administration manual) in DOC format.

	REL_NOTES_PRONTOXI.EXE
	The PRONTO-Xi release notes.

	SYSADMIN.EXE
	The PRONTO-Xi System Administration manual in DOC and PDF format.

	USER_MAN.EXE
	The PRONTO-Xi reference manuals (including System Administration) in CHM format.


DOC Format

Each reference manual is provided in MS Word format to enable clients to write their own site-specific procedures/work instructions.  Permission is granted for information to be copied from the reference manuals for the express purpose of writing site-specific procedures/work instructions.

PDF Format

The System Administration manual is provided in Adobe PDF format.  This allows you to easily print the manual at your site.

The PDF reader can be obtained from the Pronto+Plus website (www.prontoplus.com.au).

CHM Format

The PRONTO-Xi reference manuals are available in Microsoft Compiled HTML format.  In this format many HTML help files are stored in one compressed file.  Microsoft provides an HTML help viewer with its Windows operating system.  The help viewer (HH.EXE) uses Internet Explorer technology.  It is recommended that you have Internet Explorer version 5 or later installed.

The PRONTO-Xi CHM help files have the familiar look and feel of Windows help files.  All the reference manuals are arranged in one Master manual.  There is a comprehensive search facility that can be used to search for particular phrases or topics across all reference manuals.  The Master manual is displayed when the PRONTO-Xi help system is started.

Installation of Reference Manuals in CHM Format
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The file USER_MAN.EXE contains all PRONTO-Xi reference manuals in Compiled Help format (.CHM).  Run this file to initiate the install process.

Click on ‘Next’.
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Selecting ‘Full’ will install all reference manuals.  Selecting ‘Custom’ will allow a selection of manuals to be installed via the screen displayed below.  Click on ‘Next’.
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If you have selected a Custom Install, the above screen is displayed.  Select or de-select manuals, as you require.  The disk space requirements are displayed at the top of the screen.

Click on ‘Next’. 
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Select the directory for the installation of the manuals. 
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You can change any of the installation selections at this point by clicking on the ‘Back’ button.
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Click on ‘Next’ to continue with the installation.

Upon completion of the installation, the screen below is displayed.
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Click ‘Finish’ to end the installation and launch the Master reference manual (clear the tick if you do not want to launch the manuals at this point).
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If you have installed all the PRONTO-Xi reference manuals your Master manual will look like the above screen.

There are two tabs in the left hand pane, a Contents tab and a Search tab.  To display a manual and the pages within, click on the manual name in the Contents tab.

The text of the manuals is displayed in the right hand pane.

Click on the Help on Help manual in the Contents pane for detailed information on the Search function.

The Master CHM is accessed via START/PROGRAMS/PRONTO/Master Reference Manual.

Contents Manager

The contents of your Master manual can be changed (PRONTO-Xi reference manuals can be added to this list or removed) by using the Contents Manager.

The Contents Manager is accessed via START/PROGRAMS/PRONTO on the Windows Task Bar.
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Select Contents Manager (Add or Remove Manuals).
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Select the manuals you wish to include in your Contents tab, de-select the manuals you wish to remove.  There are buttons to ‘Select All’ or De-Select All’.

Click ‘OK’.

The Contents tab will be configured to your specifications.

Please note that if you have tailored the Contents Tab and perform a full install of the manuals, the Contents Tab will still reflect the tailored settings.

Network Installation

There is no need to install the PRONTO-Xi reference manuals directory onto each and every PC.  A ‘Client-Server’ installation is possible.

Install the manuals onto the server first, using the method above.  Ensure that the install path is network based and a drive letter mapped path is not used (that is, \\servername\directoryname and not D:\directoryname).  The installation program will copy all manuals into the specified directory as well as the installation program itself (USER_MAN.EXE).
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Run this USER_MAN.EXE on each client PC.  A client installation will be performed. Again it is recommended that the install path is network based.

This installation creates the link between the client PC and the files installed on the server, it also puts an entry in the registry on the client PC which allows PRONTO-Xi to locate the manuals when the F1 (Help) function key is used.  

If the files are moved on the server the link between client and server will be broken.  The installation program must be run again on the client PC.

The Master CHM is accessed on the client PC via START/PROGRAMS/PRONTO/Master Reference Manual.

The Contents Manager facility is not available on the client PC.  This facility is only available on the server on which the CHM files are installed. 

Uninstall
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To uninstall the manuals select the ‘Add or Remove Programs’ option from the Control Panel and then select the PRONTO-Xi Reference Manuals.
Click on ‘Change/Remove’.
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Select to perform an Automatic or Custom uninstall or to Repair the current installation (this will attempt to uninstall and then reinstall the manuals – prompting if any of the file dates are different).

Click on ‘Next’.


Click on ‘Finish’ to proceed with the uninstall process.
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
