PRONTO-ODBC





ODBC is included on the Pronto Release CD. 





Overview





This is PRONTO-ODBC for Windows 3.1, Windows 3.11, Windows-95 and Windows-NT.





The client PRONTO ODBC interface communicates with the PRONTO ODBC server via WINSOCK.  A valid WINSOCK.DLL must be installed on the client PC.





Client setup





Run the SETUP program from the PRONTO-ODBC client setup disk.  There are different setup disk for the 16 bit (Windows 3.1/3.11) and 32 bit (Windows 95/NT) versions.   NOTE: the setup program updates several .DLL files, some of which may be in use if other applications are running.  You are advised to quit all other applications (including Microsoft Office) before running SETUP.





Select the driver/s that you with to install.  NOTE: you can press OK without highlighting a driver, however, no driver will be installed.





You can now optionally add one or more data sources.  Each data area of a specific host machine is considered as a separate data source.  To add a new data source perform the following steps:





1)	Select ‘Add’.





2)	Select the driver you wish to use to access the data source (e.g. PRONTO-16Bit).





3)	You will be asked to enter the following information about the data source:





Data Source Name	This is the name you wish to know it as.





Description	A free format description.





Host Name/Address	The host name or IP address of the host.  NOTE: this is not validated at this point as yet.





Data Directory Path	The full path name of the data directory where the data area resides on the host machine.





Ignore the Translator options.  These are not currently used.





The data source should now be defined.  Select “Close” to exit the installation process.


To add/modify/remove data sources after this point you can run the ODBC Administration program ODBCADM.EXE.  This will be installed by the setup program, but is not added to a program group automatically at this stage on Windows 3.1.  The 32 bit version of this program is called ODBCAD32.EXE.





Server Setup





The ODBC server daemon must be started.  This server MUST be started by the super user.  As the super user enter the following:





	$PRONTO/bin/prodbc





This command should also be placed in the PRONTO startup script (S99pronto) located in either $PRONTO/lib or in one of the /etc/rc directories.  This will ensure that the ODBC server daemon is started each time the system is rebooted.  The PRODICT environment variable MUST be set prior to invoking the server on all machines. The ORACLE_SID and ORACLE_HOME environment variables MUST be set on ORACLE sites. Please NOTE that these values are site dependent.





For example,


Non Oracle sites:


PRODICT=$PRONTO/bms/bms; export PRODICT


$PRONTO/bin/prodbc


	       


       Oracle sites (example only):


		ORACLE_SID=ORCL; export ORACLE_SID


	ORACLE_HOME=/home/oracle7; export ORACLE_HOME


PRODICT=$PRONTO/bms/bms; export PRODICT


$PRONTO/bin/prodbc





User Authentication





	We do not currently have access to the UNIX password validation routines, so we are forced to implement a separate password for access to PRONTO via ODBC.  To specify your PRONTO ODBC password, you invoke the PRONTO password program:





		$PRONTO/bin/propwd





This can also be invoked via the standard PRONTO administration program:





		$PRONTO/bin/proadmin

Load Excel.  Select DATA


Check the option ‘Get External Data’ is highlighted. This is the option to import data via ODBC. 





If this option is not highlighted, from the Office 97 CD, run setup.exe & choose option ‘Add/Remove’. Select ‘Data Access’ then ‘Select All’.
